 District Wide Elementary 2020 Committee 
 The 2020 Committee is currently reviewing a new reading program 
that will come into the district in September.  There will be a 
presentation for teachers to learn the program.  Mrs. Klein is developing 
this program and she is piloting the program in her classroom.  
 The committee is also discussing ways to increase staff training.  One 
possible proposal is for a 1:15 dismissal for students every other month 
so that staff training can take place. 
 The committee is working on ways to communicate information to the 
district. 
 The committee is evaluating a program called Mosaic of Thought. 

 
 Thank-you to the school community for all the donations to our Hearts for 

Haiti Program.  So far we have collected over $225.00 and this does not 
include the coins that were donated.  Mrs. Rhea’s class will count the coins. 

 The Magic Maker Assembly was held at the school today.  The Clean 
Communities Act funded this program. 

 Technology at JFK is ready for the next step.  That will be a mobile lap top 
unit for grades three through five.  This will free up class time so that the 
computer lab on the first floor will be more accessible for grades Pre K- 2. 

 TREPS: This program has been well received by the students. The students 
who are participating are excited and enthralled.  It is a great learning 
experience for them.  Thank-you to the PTO for bringing this program to JFK. 

 Artsonia: A fourth grade student was the winner of the Artsonia.com contest 
and received the most votes for his artwork.  Congratulations to the student 
and to Mrs. Kopacz. 

 The Superstars Board is up in Mr. Erck’s office.  Teachers post students’ 
work.  The selected student receives an award.  This is for graders 1 through 
3. 

 The Principal’s Recognition Program for grades 4 and 5 will run during the 
third marking period. 

This year it 
will be a different format but it is still in the planning stages.  One project is a
